A. Conference:

Management and marketing of sustainable development in terms of pre-primary education

In June 2011, conducted scientific - technical conference under the auspices of the Ministry of Education, Science, Research and Sport SR Jurzyca Eugene. Attended the nursery school have been involved in the global ESD project. The scientific - technical conference was to highlight the issue of sustainable development and its place in pre-primary education through activities and projects involving the public.

Safe movement = Healthy child

The training and orientation seminar was to acquire new knowledge to achieve the objective and mission of movement and relaxation exercise: healthy growth and development of psychosomatic preschool children as well as the overall development of psychomotor skills with regard to their developmental specificities. The seminar, held in October 2011 was attended by 160 people from Slovakia and three teachers from the Czech Republic.

In December 2011 under the auspices of the Minister of Education, Science, Research and Sport SR Eugene Jurzyca in Presov has implemented an international scientific - technical conference. The aim of the conference was to discuss the positive aspects, problems, suggestions and recommendations on all aspects of education through the application of games in kindergarten. The conference was attended by 180 participants from Slovakia, Czech Republic, Poland, Bulgaria. There were 7 main reports and 53 others subscriptions. The conference clearly demonstrated the relevance of the chosen theme and drew attention to:
